Our health standards were developed to enable students to gain the awareness, knowledge, and skills essential for health literacy.  A health literate individual is able to gather, understand, and use health information to enhance his or her health.   

  JMPS students will:

· Comprehend concepts related to health promotion and disease prevention.

· Analyze the influence of family, peers, culture, media, technology and other factors on health behaviors

· Demonstrate the ability to access valid information and products and services. 

· Demonstrate the ability to use interpersonal communication skills to enhance health and avoid or reduce health risks.

· Demonstrate the ability to use decision making skills.

· Demonstrate the ability to use goal setting skills.

· Demonstrate the ability to practice health enhancing behaviors and avoid or reduce health risks.

· Demonstrate the ability to advocate for personal, family and community health.

 World Geography

Our geography curriculum was developed to enable students to gain understanding of the physical world as well as examine the relationships among its people, places, and environments.  

Some of the aspects a JMPS student will explore include an understanding of:

· The use of geographic representations, tools, and technologies to acquire process and report information from a spatial perspective. 

· The physical and human characteristics of places.

· The physical processes that shape the patterns of the Earth’s surface.

· The characteristics, distribution, and complexity of Earth’s cultural diversity.

· How human actions modify the physical environment.
