American History Is 

Students will study the period of American History beginning with the earliest native cultures and ending with the American Revolution.  Particular attention will be paid to European exploration, the colonial period, the Seven Years War, and the War for Independence.  Other fields will be integrated throughout the course, including technology, music, art, and literature.  Regular writing assignments will be made throughout the course.  Students will be exposed to a variety of source material from across the historic record including, primary and secondary sources, books, videos, and music.  Mastery will be demonstrated by achieving 75% of all possible test/evaluation points.

American History II

Students will study the period of American History beginning with the founding of our nation and government and ending with the election of 1860.  The Era of Good Feeling, War of 1812, Western expansion, the Mexican War, rise of the Whig party, slavery and the abolition movement, and the causes of the Civil War are all subjects that will be given primary focus.  Other fields will be integrated throughout the course, including technology, music, art, and literature.  Regular writing assignments will be made throughout the course.  Students will be exposed to a variety of source material from across the historic record including, primary and secondary sources, books, videos, and music.  Mastery will be demonstrated by achieving 75% of all possible test/evaluation points.

American History III

Students will study the period of American History beginning with the Civil War and ending with the Spanish-American War.  Key areas of emphasis will be Reconstruction, Westward expansion, immigration, urban and industrial growth, conflicts with Native Americans, with singular attention given to the Civil War.  Other fields will be integrated throughout the course, including technology, music, art, and literature.  Regular writing assignments will be made throughout the course.  Students will be exposed to a variety of source material from across the historic record including, primary and secondary sources, books, videos, and music.  Mastery will be demonstrated by achieving 75% of all possible test/evaluation points.

American History IV

Students will study the period of American History beginning with the turn of the century and ending with the Great Depression.  Particular attention will be paid to industrialization, entrepreneurship, the progressive movement, World War I, women’s suffrage, prohibition, the roaring 20’s, the stock market crash, with emphasis on the Great Depression.  Other fields will be integrated throughout the course, including technology, music, art, and literature.  Regular writing assignments will be made throughout the course.  Students will be exposed to a variety of source material from across the historic record including, primary and secondary sources, books, videos, and music.  Mastery will be demonstrated by achieving 75% of all possible test/evaluation points.

American History V

Students will study the period of American History beginning with World War II and ending with the assassination of John F. Kennedy.  Key areas of emphasis will include American diplomacy after the war, the atomic weapons program, the Cold War, the Korean Conflict, the Civil Rights Movement, life in the 50’s, McCarthyism, the space race, with particular attention given to World War II.  Other fields will be integrated throughout the course, including technology, music, art, and literature.  Regular writing assignments will be made throughout the course.  Students will be exposed to a variety of source material from across the historic record including, primary and secondary sources, books, videos, and music.  Mastery will be demonstrated by achieving 75% of all possible test/evaluation points.

American History VI

Students will study the period of American History beginning with the Vietnam War and ending with the election of 2000.  Particular attention will be given to the youth movement, counter culture, feminism, Détente, Watergate, the Reagan Revolution, the end of the Cold War, Desert Storm, the Clinton Years, with singular attention on the Vietnam War.  Other fields will be integrated throughout the course, including technology, music, art, and literature.  Regular writing assignments will be made throughout the course.  Students will be exposed to a variety of source material from across the historic record including, primary and secondary sources, books, videos, and music.  Mastery will be demonstrated by achieving 75% of all possible test/evaluation points.

Classics(Senior Ancient History)

Students will study the classical period of Ancient history with particular attention given to the history of Greece and Rome.  Singular attention will be given to the classic works from historians of the period, including Herodotus, Thucydides, Arian, and Tacitus.  Class participation, including discussions and presentations will be required.  Regular writing assignments will be made throughout the course.  Students will be exposed to a variety of source material from across the historic record including, primary and secondary sources, books, video, and music.  Mastery will be demonstrated by achieving 75% of all possible test/evaluation points.

Political Science

Students will study political philosophy and analyze the conception of liberal thought through the works of noted political theorists.  Locke, Mill, Machiavelli, De Tocqueville, and Burke will receive singular attention.  Class participation, including discussions and presentations will be required.  Regular writing assignments will be made throughout the course.  Mastery will be demonstrated by achieving 75% of all possible test/evaluation points.

U.S. Constitution

Students will study the United States Constitution, its historical precursors, the Declaration of Independence, the Constitutional Convention, the Federalist Papers, the Bill of Rights, and later amendments.  Particular attention will be given to the governmental concepts within the Constitution itself.  Class participation, including discussions and presentations will be required.  Regular writing assignments will be made throughout the course.  Mastery will be demonstrated by achieving 75% of all possible test/evaluation points.

Arizona History

Students will study the history of Arizona and review Arizona’s Constitution and government system.  The course will cover the Arizona’s native population, including the prehistoric Anasazi and Hohokam; the tribal histories of the Navajo, Apache, Hopi, and Pima; Spanish and Mexican rule; the territorial period and the Apache wars; economic expansion and frontier life; the struggle for statehood, economic, industrial, and population growth of the 20th century.  Other fields will be integrated throughout the course, including technology, music, art, and literature.  Regular writing assignments will be made throughout the course.  Students will be exposed to a variety of source material from across the historic record including, primary and secondary sources, books, videos, and music.  Mastery will be demonstrated by achieving 75% of all possible test/evaluation points.
