Economics

Students will study the basic principles of microeconomics and macroeconomics.  Particular attention will be paid to the microeconomic principles of pricing, allocation of resources, supply and demand, costs of production, distribution of income, and market structures.  Macroeconomic principles of study will include regulation and international trade, inflation and unemployment theory, national income accounting, government monetary and fiscal policy, government finance, money and banking, international economics, and economic growth.  Important historical economic theorists will also be studied.  The primary textbook used in this course is Economics: Principles and Practices, published by Glencoe/McGraw-Hill.  In addition to this book, The Worldly Philosophers by Robert L. Heilbroner will also be used.
Course Name:
Latin I



Course Number: FL301

This required course begins with a unit on the Latin language, its position in linguistic history, and its relationship to other languages and cultures.  Students will then begin the study of basic Latin vocabulary and grammar.  This first of six required trimester Latin courses will cover the present system of first and second conjugation verbs in the active voice of the indicative and imperative moods, as well as the first two declensions of nouns and adjectives.  Translating from Latin to English, and vice versa, as well as pronouncing words correctly will be the main emphases of the course.  Frederic Wheelock’s excellent Latin text for beginners, Wheelock’s Latin, will be the primary source material used.  A companion book with original Latin prose will also be employed to strengthen the students’ reading ability.
Course Name:
Latin II



Course Number: FL302
Students will continue their study of Latin by building on their accomplishments in Latin I.  This required course will cover the present system of third and fourth conjugation verbs in the active voice of the indicative and imperative moods.  Third declension nouns, demonstratives, and personal pronouns will also be studied.  The same text as in Latin I, Wheelock’s Latin, will be used. 

Course Name:
Latin III


Course Number: FL303
This required course will continue to expand on the grammatical concepts and vocabulary studied in Latin I and Latin II.  The primary thrust will be studying the perfect active system of verbs of all four conjugations.  Reflexive, possessive, and intensive pronouns will also be covered along with numerals and third declension adjectives.  As in the preceding Latin courses, Wheelock’s Latin will be the primary text.

Course Name:
Latin IV


Course Number: FL401

This required course begins a student’s second year of Latin study.  This course will continue to build on the concepts and vocabulary covered in the first year.  The main emphasis during this term will be on the passive voice of the present and perfect systems of all four conjugations.  Also covered will be nouns of the fourth declension and relative pronouns.  Current commonly used Latin phrases will also be studied and memorized, particularly those found in the fields of law and politics.  As in the preceding Latin courses, Wheelock’s Latin will be the primary text.

Course Name:
Latin V



Course Number: FL402
Students continue their march through Latin grammar and vocabulary with this required course, which expands on concepts from previous Latin courses.  Several concepts will be covered in this course, including nouns of the fifth declension, participles, ablative absolute, passive periphrastic, infinitives, indirect statements, comparatives, and superlatives.  Current commonly used Latin phrases will also be studied and memorized.  Wheelock’s Latin will be the primary text used.  

Course Name:
Latin VI


Course Number: FL403
This is the final required trimester course in Latin.  This course continues to build on previous courses in the areas of Latin grammar and vocabulary.  Students will be introduced to the subjunctive mood for the present, imperfect, perfect, and pluperfect tenses.  Indirect questions and jussive, purpose, and result clauses will also be studied.  As with the previous five required courses, emphasis will be put on accurate translation of Latin to English and English to Latin.  Current commonly used Latin phrases will also be studied and memorized.  Wheelock’s Latin will be the primary text used.
