Algebra II A

This course builds on the material learned in Algebra I.  An emphasis is placed on real-world applications and meanings.  The topics to be covered in this course include:  modeling, linear functions, exponential functions, logarithmic functions, quadratic functions and statistics.  The textbook we will be using is Algebra II Explorations and Applications.
Algebra II B

This course is continuous with the first trimester and will cover the following topics:  systems of equations, radical functions, number systems, polynomial functions, rational functions, sequences, series, analytic geometry and discrete mathematics.  The textbook we will be using is Algebra II Explorations and Applications.
Geometry B

This course is a continuation of Geometry A.  An emphasis is placed on real-world applications and meanings of geometric concepts.  Hands-on projects allow the student to better understand and appreciate geometry.  The topics to be covered include:  quadrilaterals, transformations, similar polygons, right triangles, circles and spheres.  The textbook we will be using is Geometry Explorations and Applications.
Pre-Calculus   



Trimester I

This course will explore many new topics as well as extend those that have been studied in algebra and geometry.  An emphasis is placed on real-world applications and meanings. This course will include instruction on proper use of the TI-83 graphing calculator.  The topics to be covered in this course include:  linear functions, quadratic functions, polynomial functions, inequalities, exponents, logarithms, and analytic geometry.  The textbook we will be using is Advanced Mathematics.

Trimester II

This course is continuous with the first trimester and will cover the following topics:  trigonometric functions, trigonometric equations and applications, triangle trigonometry, trigonometric additions formulas, polar coordinates, complex numbers, vectors, discriminants, sequences and series.  The textbook we will be using is Advanced Mathematics.

Trimester III

This course is continuous with the first and second trimester and will cover the following topics:  matrices, combinatorics, probability, statistics, curve fitting, modeling, limits and an introduction to calculus.  The textbook we will be using is Advanced Mathematics.
