Fine Arts (Visual)
 The purpose of this class is to develop each student’s understanding and appreciation of art throughout history. In order to accomplish this objective we will be doing a couple things in class. We will be looking at the contextual development of various pieces of art and how they express history through a visual medium. In addition, we will be analyzing various works of art in order to develop the students’ sense of form, style, content, and medium in all genres of art. This class will cover the major art movements through history from the Egyptians up through our contemporary genre.
19th Century Literature
 The purpose of this class is to give the students a chance to delve deeper into the lives and writings of a few 19th Century authors. The hope of this class is to demonstrate the profound impact these authors had on their society and the continued significance they bear for us today. In addition, the class will take the time to understand the complex themes these stories present to their readers and how many of these stories provide social commentary on the historical situation in the 1800’s for both men and women. We will be reading works from George Eliot, Harriet Beecher Stowe, Washington Irving, James Fenimore Cooper, and Henry James.
