Logic

I. Course Description

The purpose of this class is to acquaint students with the study and practice of traditional formal logic as developed by one of the great Greek philosophers, Aristotle. Students will discover the basics of logic including terminology and in particular the form and function of syllogisms, including how to construct and reduce valid syllogisms. Students will be better equipped to discern the validity of arguments and be able to form their own sound arguments in a practical format, as well as develop logical thinking patterns. 
II. Course Text
· We will be using Traditional Logic: Introduction to Formal Logic  & Traditional Logic: Advanced Formal Logic by Martin Cothram as our main text.

III. Course Requirements
· Reading & Notes (20%) Students will have to read and take notes on packets they will be given throughout the trimester. Notes will be handed in at the end of a section in order to be checked for completion and thoroughness. Taking good notes while reading is a fundamental aspect of being a student, and students will be encouraged to develop this learning skill throughout the trimester. 
· Section Reviews (30%) Each chapter has a section review that will serve as a checkpoint along the way for clarity and understanding. If students are taking quality notes and paying attention during class then section reviews should be a simple means to gain points. 
· Tests (25%) There will be a test over each packet in order that a more cumulative understanding will be attained by all the students. Each packet contains roughly three chapters so there will be many opportunities for students to ensure understanding and comprehension. 
· Final (25%) The final will be cumulative over the entire trimester.
