
Create Your Own Kingdom
C.S. Lewis found inspiration for Narnia from childhood memories and real-life events, stories he read as a child and pictures he held in his head. Where do you find your inspiration? What strange worlds or fantastical ideas have you imagined? Here’s your chance to show off your creativity in composition class. 
Project Requirements: 

· Invent a magical or made up country of your own creation. It must be original!
· Create and decorate a cover page with the title and the author’s name. 

· Factsheet: Create a page of facts with information such as population, capital city, ruler, type of money, notable geographic formations (mountain ranges, rivers, etc.), country’s tree, bird, or other symbols, and any other pertinent information, etc… Include at least fifteen facts on this page. This is a list. Sentences are NOT required. RD due Thursday, October 21st 
· Landscape/People and Creatures Section: Write and label a section (12-15 sentence minimum) describing the landscape/people and creatures of your country. First describe the physical geography of your made up land—are there mountains and hills, or plains and valleys? Trees and rivers, or cacti and deserts? Ocean or lakes? Next write a description of the people, animals, and magical creatures who inhabit your world. RD due Tuesday, October 26th 
· Political Situation Section: Write and label a section (12-15 sentence minimum) telling about the political situation of your country—who is the ruler? How is the ruler chosen? What are the laws? Do people in your country have any guaranteed freedoms or rights? Are there any problems, rival factions, or wars? Does your country have a military—what is it like? Does your kingdom have any allies or enemies? RD due Tuesday, November 2nd 
· Culture Section: Write a section (12-15 sentence minimum) explaining daily life and culture in your country—what foods do people eat? What language do they speak? How do people dress? Do they go to school? How do people earn money? Describe the schedule of an average person living in your made up world. What holidays and traditions do most people observe? RD due Tuesday, November 9th 
· Create a map with major cities and landmarks clearly labeled.
· Make a flag, coat of arms, or banner to represent your country. 
· Write a song, poem, anthem or pledge honoring your country. 
· Extra credit is available for students who choose to include a story set in their country or who make an additional piece of artwork related to their project. 
Rough drafts of each section are assigned individual due dates and must be written in the composition books. 

Completed final draft of the project is due Thursday, November 18th   
· The final draft should be stapled in this order: cover, factsheet, three sections (in the above order), map, song/poem, flag. Each section should have a title and be on its own page.  

· Handwritten: neatest cursive, loose-leaf paper, skipped lines

· Typed: double spaced, one-inch margins, Times New Roman, font size twelve
