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Course Description

The study of the humanities is the study of human culture and creativity.  This course is a senior level capstone course that focuses on the development of music, visual arts, theater, literature, philosophy and architecture in western civilization.  Throughout the course, students explore the whys of culture: the geographical, religious, economic, and political elements that contribute to the development of the arts, as well as the cultural continuities.  The course format is lecture and discussion.  Extensive in-class note taking is required.  With the exception of the third trimester oral final exam, the mid-term and final exams are a timed essay format.
