Poetry Project
For this assignment, you will write a total of ten poems accompanied by a glossary of poetic terms. Each week, you will be assigned several types of poems to write. The poems should be related by a common theme of your choosing. 
For your final poetry booklet, each poem should either be typed or written in ink in your nicest, neatest cursive. Each poem should have a title and should be accompanied by an illustration, whether you use computer generated graphics or you create own unique artwork (collage, watercolor, colored pencil, etc…) is up to you. The booklet should include a cover page with your name and a title. The title of your poetry book should reflect the project’s theme. The poems in your book should be ordered alphabetically, according to the name of the poetic structure used for each piece (but do not include the type of poem on the actual page).
The glossary should be the last page(s). The glossary should be titled “Glossary” and it should be alphabetized. It should include definitions for all ten vocabulary words and all ten types of poems. In total, there should be twenty words in your glossary.
